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Atjima Jaroenchit Transforms Waterfalls
into Lessons for a Rapidly Changing World

Bangkok, June 27 2026 — MOCA BANGKOK presents The Waterfall Journey Mirrors
Human Life, a solo exhibition by Atjima Jaroenchit, an artist who has explored the
movement of water through painting for more than two decades. Presented in
Temporary Exhibition Rooms 1 and 2 on the Ground Floor of MOCA BANGKOK, the
exhibition opens on 4 July 2026 at 14:30 and will be on view from July S to 30 2026.
Developed over more than three years, this new body of work uses waterfalls as a
metaphor for the journey of life through change, obstacles, and unpredictable
conditions. At a time shaped by rapid developments in technology and artificial
intelligence, as well as economic uncertainty and war, the exhibition invites viewers to
consider how people adapt, move forward, and maintain hope when the world changes
faster than they can prepare for it.

For centuries, waterfalls have appeared in paintings as more than part of a landscape.
Religious and cultural traditions have associated them with virtue, spiritual power, and
the natural order. In certain Japanese religious traditions, waterfalls are considered
sacred, with water descending continuously as though moving between heaven and
earth. A waterfall is also never still. Its form changes from one moment to the next as
water falls, strikes rocks, breaks apart, gathers, and continues along a new path. For
Atjima, this constant movement reflects the impermanence of life. Water does not
resist change by remaining fixed. Instead, it responds to temperature, terrain, and its
surroundings while continuing to move. The exhibition draws attention to this capacity
for transformation as a way of understanding resilience and hope.

The works are created through Atjima’s distinctive process of pouring liquid oil paint
directly onto a surface without using a brush. She guides the paint by tilting and
moving the surface, working with gravity, the rhythm of each pour, and the physical
conditions of the materials. The paint flows, gathers, separates, and changes direction
as the work develops. This process brings control and uncertainty into the same act of
creation, reflecting how life is shaped by both personal decisions and circumstances
beyond individual control. The exhibition is divided into two connected sections. The
first presents objective beauty through natural forms and physical qualities that can be
directly observed, including the movement, force, dispersion, and impact of water. The
second presents subjective beauty shaped by the artist’'s emotions, memories,
perceptions, and personal experience. Moving through the two spaces, viewers are led
from what can be seen in nature to the meanings formed within the mind.

Reflecting on the exhibition, Atjima Jaroenchit said, “Waterfalls have appeared
in paintings across many cultures for a long time, particularly in Western and
Japanese art. For me, watching water fall is like watching the rhythm and
journey of life. It continues moving forward and changing all the time. | spent
more than three years creating the works for this exhibition, and | devoted
myself fully to the process. This body of work marks a clear change from my
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earlier series, both in the way | look at waterfalls and in the way | construct an
image. It may also allow viewers to see where my work could develop next.”

Born in 1971, Atjima Jaroenchit lives and works in Nonthaburi, Thailand. She received a
Bachelor of Fine Arts with First-Class Honours in Printmaking, a Master of Fine Arts in
Painting, and a Doctor of Philosophy in Visual Arts from Silpakorn University. Her
long-standing interest in water developed through extended periods of cbserving waves
and moving water, during which she began to recognise lines, rhythms, and structures
within forms that initially appeared shapeless. These observations became the
foundation of a visual language in which flowing paint records movement, time, and lived
experience. Her previous solo exhibitions exploring water include Abstract of Water at
MOCA BANGKOK in 2021, Abstract of Water at the National Gallery of Thailand in 2016,
Flow, Feel..Free at the National Gallery in 2005, and Liquid Mind at the National Gallery
in 2002. The Waterfall Journey Mirrors Human Life continues this sustained
investigation by shifting attention from waves and flowing water to the force of falling
water, its encounter with obstacles, and its ability to change form while continuing
onward.
